 Setting the Clock
1. If in standby mode,press and hold the CLOCK/PRESET to 
    adjust mode.
2. When the display begins to blink,then release the button.
3. Press the TUNER-/TIME-&TUNER+/TIME+ button to adjust
    the hour.
